1) Call to order
2) Approved December minutes

3) Presidents Report:

i) Being an IAABO Basketball Official demands professionalism – referenced Code of Ethics in the IAABO rule book and asked for all to read the Code.  Asked that no official go into the stands to visit while officiating a game.  All officials should be cautious in what they do, say and how they address others at all times; both on the court and off of the court.

ii) Officials must be on time to all games.  Should try to arrive 45 minutes in advance.  Allow time for appropriate pre-game.  Consider travel situation when allowing time for travel.  Call partners if you think you will be late.  

iii) Confirmation for all games is a must.  Email confirmation is ok as long as you receive a reply.  

iv) Game site admittance for IAABO officials:  If schools choose to allow you free admittance to a game, you must show the yellow IAABO card with your name printed on the card.  Steve will be sending a letter to the Athletic Director’s letting them know that it is their prerogative whether to allow free admittance to a game and if they do allow the free admittance the official must show their yellow IAABO card with their name printed clearly on the card.   Schools do not have to offer free admittance to officials.
v) Game Security – be aware and careful when leaving game.  Leave with your partner.
